Season’s Thoughts 

The 2025 season was once again hugely successful on the pitch and extremely enjoyable. What I loved 

most about this season was the visible development of players across all ages.  That comes from the 

player’s hard work and commitment to the game.  And when that player achieves something on the 

pitch that they hadn’t previously achieved that moment is magic. Magic for them and magic for the 

Coaches. We had lots of this in 2025! 

Across the Club we have emphasised the importance of working hard in training and practice with the 

belief that this effort will be rewarded in matches at the weekend. I saw a noticeable difference this 

season following a couple of changes that were made. Moving the U15s with the 16s to Senior training 

really helped those players integrate within the senior section and help with that transition to 

Saturday league cricket. Training with senior players demonstrated first hand the level intensity 

required. Admittedly this wasn’t for everyone and I am aware that some boys were not quite ready for 

this step. This is something we need to address next season. A smaller group on the Wednesday 

allowed us to focus only on just the 13s and 14s and these sessions worked better.  On Tuesdays 

before the 1s and 2s training we introduced a session for a number of 14-17 year olds that were not 

getting any school cricket to get some extra work with Elliot Scott. The boys really enjoyed these 

sessions and their hard work was rewarded in their performances. 

Monday nights were also very successful at Westbourne House. The group responded extremely well 

to all the sessions and there was lots of progression. Special thanks to Tom Crabtree for his assistance 

and taking on the U12 group. 

Friday nights at Goodwood remains a logistical challenge but we were lucky with the weather, the 

Coaches supported the sessions well and we had really good numbers.  Thanks to our support bar 

staff of Claire, Nys, Mo and others for their hard work looking after the parents. With fear of repeating 

myself then Friday nights is where it all begins for the majority of juniors at Chichester. This is where 

Families connect with the Club and its surroundings and the children’s journey begins. And for some 

this journey has taken them to first and second team cricket, county honours and numerous festival 

weeks.  I would admit that one failing of the summer was the amount of cricket our U9s played 

considering the size of this group. Cancelled festivals due to weather and lack of opposition coupled 

with no junior manager stepping forward resulted in far less matches being played that should have 

been.  This group will need more support in 2026. 

Due to the Fast Bowling Guidelines we had a slightly different Festival experience this year with only 3 

scheduled games. The weather hindered that further so wasn’t quite the usual gruelling experience of 

4 games. The jury is out on whether this will return to 4 days next season and we will have to see. The 

unprecedented success of last season was not repeated but every team (bar the 18s who only played 

once) managed at least one win during the week. We also entered two Under 11 teams and two girls 

teams this season and that gave more players a festival experience.   

As ever help is need.  We are blessed with a number of fantastic coaches, managers, scorers and 

supporters but I do believe we can do more as a Club to enhance the experience for our junior 

cricketers. Can we provide more coaching, more matches, more teams and more social experiences?
